Lesson Learned Lesson Learned 

Lacking of ID in source entities makes the integration difficult 

Use Standard IDs to identify the entity in your archive.  

This allows to be part of the network of IDs 

Use Standard IDs to identify both the main entity as well as 
for the linked entities 

Maintain the relation of the Standard IDs adopted with the 
other ids (Hub Mapping)
